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Bachelor of Science (Honours) in Physiotherapy of Caritas Institute
of Higher Education (CIHE), got an approved grant of $33.2 million
from the Enhancement and Start-up Grant Scheme for
Self-financing Post-secondary Education (ESGS), to establish the
"CIHE Physiotherapy Integrated Clinical Education Centre "(ICEC)
projectin 2023.

Being the first of its kind in Hong Kong, the ICEC will lift
physiotherapy profession and education in Hong Kong in line with
the international best practices, with the aims to facilitate teaching
and learning, provide clinical education to physiotherapy students
in authentic clinical settings, and demand for care in the
community.

Planning to locate in CIHE campus, the functional components of
the ICEC will include the Simulation Laboratory, the Practice Clinic
and the Community Physiotherapy Centre. A Professor in
Physiotherapy is being recruited and will be appointed to provide
strong leadership for further enhancing teaching and learning,
clinical practice and research, through the ICEC to be established, as
well as the long term development of CIHE's Physiotherapy
programme.

Responding to the manpower shortfall of physiotherapists in Hong
Kong, CIHE launched the four years Bachelor of Science (Honours)
in Physiotherapy in 2020/21 academic year, CIHE was pleased to
get support from ESGS.

The Hospital Authority (HA) has commenced operating a telephone hotline, to cope with current pandemic situation,

starting from 7 March, CIHE nursing final year students provided services for the HA hotline, answer enquiries on
medical information and provide infection control advice for public.
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CIHE and CBCC Health Science programmes benefited from increased Government's subsidies for medical professionals

The 2022/23 Budget intended to gradually increase
recurrent allocation, up to $400 million a year as
needed, for enhancing training for medical
professionals starting from 2023/24 school year
onward, including providing subsidies for students
to enrol in taught postgraduate programmes on
healthcare offered by University Grants Committee
funded universities and self financing
post-secondary institutions.

Meanwhile, 500 more designated places will be
provided under the Study Subsidy Scheme for
Designated Professions/Sectors (SSSDP) to provide
subsidies for students to take self financing
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undergraduate programmes on healthcare, and to
explore waiving the clinical practicum training fees
payable by tertiary institutions to the HA.

CIHE and CBCC offered several Health Science
programmes, including Nursing, Physiotherapy and
Pharmaceutical Dispensing, which are subsidised
programmes under SSSDP.
